In the December Gazette was an article
discusssing the formation of a neighbor-
hood team to investigate the impact to Bai-
liwyck property values if the number of
rental houses in the neighborhhod grew.

We had signifcant interst in thisissue
and began to pursue adding a covenant to
prohibit property/houses to be bought for
the sole or primary purose of being rental
houses.

In order for a covenant to be added,

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Birding While You
Were Away

While many of our birds vacationin
sunny Central America, take note of their
Summer abodes.

All through the Spring these long
distance migrants make beautiful nests
hidden away in that Dogwood treein your
front yard. It isnow that the leaves and
those birds have disappeared that we can
enjoy their engineering skills. Look around.

The nests appear everywhere, and the
construction varies from tiny warbler nests
to large Crow aeries. Delight at seeing the
little nest that hid right under your nose all
Summer and now revealsitself.

If you are lucky enough to share abig
tree and it grew in the right location, you
might even see aHawk nest or an Owl
hole. Thelarge Great Horned Owl (Bubo
virginiana) nest in really large holesin
trees. To build an Owl box (bird house)
requires aconstruction the size of amedium
sized dog house two feet in the main
dimension. Imagine hanging that dog house
in your Dogwood tree.

Now is also the time to clean out your
bird houses. Although some birds prefer
old houses with the prepacked nest
materials, thereisthe risk of mites and
other insects. These will attack and even
kill the new babies in the Spring so its
often best to clean it al out. If you feel
lazy, please assume that your birds left
mite free boxes and this springs residents
will appreciate the leftover bedding.

Last year, squirrels chewed the hole
out of one of my blue bird boxesso |
fastened a new cover of oak with a new
hole onto the box. Later in the Summer,
| witnessed abig squirrel face in the newly
opened oak plate on that box. The image
required a double take as the bluebird box
wasn't that much bigger than a Squirrel
so the face almost covered the whole front
of the box.
